Setting (Care Environment) definitions

Client Work Site:  Any setting in which people are employed.  Examples include industries and shops.

Offices/clinics:  Offices and clinics in which physicians and /or nurses provide care.

Schools:  Educational settings including daycare settings, pre-schools, schools for children and colleges/universities.

Homes:  Place of residence intended for single family dwelling.

Supportive Living:  Homelike alternatives in which assistance and supervision may be provided for activities of daily living.  
Examples include long term care facilities of assisted living dwellings for the chronically mentally ill or retarded, shelters, and jail.

Hospitals:  Hospitals of any size.  Client conditions will include those seen in ambulatory, inpatient, emergency, operating room and rehabilitation.

Other:  Please note the setting, client conditions diagnosed, and how setting and conditions differ from other setting categories.
